We tracked down their guest of honor - Bryce Philips, who had just been honored at the

White House for his role in keeping going the only radio station in the area during the storm, thus becoming instrumental in

establishing critical communication. He came to the performance along with a dozen other people, including the mayor of

Saratoga Springs, and participated onstage in our Q&A afterwards.

Time suspended for an hour and a half and gave way to an awe-inspiring beauty, rich in humor

and mystery, that transported body and spirit in a finale that caused local astronomers to call NASA and the UFO hotline!
